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During the cold weather months, girls may wear 
pants. Pants should be tan colored, (khaki, chino 
style, or Dockers style) flat or pleated front, boot 
cut or straight leg. Please no patch pockets, cargo 
pants, jean stitching or studs. These pants may be 
purchased through Harvey Uniforms or Land’s 
End. Shirts must be tucked in and a belt must be 
worn. Pants should be belted at natural waist 
(traditional) or just below (classic waist). If you 
have a question regarding the appropriateness of  
a pant, the most prudent route is to bring them in 
for approval before wearing them.  

Blouses, shirts and boys’ pants may be purchased 
elsewhere but must conform to the uniform style 
and color. Order blanks for Harvey Uniform are 
available at the school office. 

BOY’S UNIFORM 

• Navy Pants 
• Light blue shirt, long or short sleeve,  

Oxford button-down collar Grades 5 - 8.  
Light Blue polo shirt, long or short sleeve, 
Grades Pre-K - 4. 

• Navy cardigan, pullover sweater  
(V-neck or crew) or sweater vest. 

• Navy or white socks. 
• Dress shoes (no sneakers or work boots), dark 

shoes: black, brown, navy. 
• Navy, cotton, docker style shorts, no shorter 

than two inches above the knee, may be worn 

during September, May and June with a 

school shirt. These shorts may be purchased 

through Land’s End Catalogue. Shorts must 

be belted with an appropriate dress code belt. 
• Belts, brown, navy blue, or black, are required 

Grades 3 - 8, Boys are not permitted to wear 
earrings to school. 

GIRLS’ UNIFORM 

• Plaid Jumper – grades Pre-K - 4 
• Plaid skirt or kilt – grades 5 - 8 
• Gray pleated skirt – grade 8 only 
• Light blue blouse, long, or short sleeve;  

Peter Pan collar – grades Pre-K - 4 
• Light blue blouse, long, three-quarter,  

or short sleeve; Oxford, button down  
collar – grades 5 - 8 

• Navy cardigan, pullover sweater  
(v-neck or crew) or sweater vest. 

 
 

• Navy knee socks or tights. 
• Dress shoes with low heels, black, brown, or 

navy. No clogs, sneakers, or backless shoes. 
• OPTIONAL: Khaki pants from Harvey 

Uniform or Land’s End may be worn during  
the winter months, November through March, 
with a school blouse and sweater. 

• Navy, cotton, docker style shorts, no shorter 

than two inches above the knee, may be worn 

during September, May and June with a 

school blouse. These shorts may be purchased 

through Land’s End Catalogue. Shorts must 

be belted with an appropriate dress code belt. 
• Belts, brown, navy blue or black are required  

in grades 3 - 8. 
Note: Girls are not permitted to wear  

make-up during the school day.  

Light colored nail polish is acceptable.  

No dark polish. 

Dangling earrings are not permitted; one set  

of posts may be worn in the ear lobe only. 

Headbands which coordinate with the school 

uniform may be worn. 

GYM UNIFORM 

• Royal blue shorts/sweatpants (seasonal) 
• Royal blue or white T-shirt, long sleeve shirt 

(seasonal) or sweatshirt 
• Athletic socks, short or long, must be worn 
• Sneakers 

HAIRSTYLES 

Hairstyles must be simple. Hair should be kept 

clean and neatly styled, avoiding fad haircuts or 

styles. Boys’ hair length is not to exceed the top 

of the collar. Girls are not allowed to have 

extreme or distracting hairstyles or unnatural 

hair color. Styles should not interfere with vision. 

Students are permitted to wear the gym 

uniform to school on gym days. Any questions 

regarding uniform should be directed to the 

classroom teacher or principal. 

DRESS UP/DRESS DOWN DAY 

Periodically throughout the year you will  
see reference made to a “Dress-up Day” or a 
“Dress Down Day” on the calendar or parent 
notice. The dress code for those days will be  
as follows: 
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Dress Up Day 

• No sneakers 

• No jeans 

• No khaki jeans 

• No sweatshirts 

• No T-shirts 

• No shorts 

• No kerchiefs or bandanas 

• No flip-flops 

NOTE: Girls skirts/dresses must be of modest length 

Dress Down Day 

• No T-shirts with inappropriate logos or sayings 

• No jeans or tops that are torn or have holes in them 

• No tank, tube or spaghetti strap tops 

• No shirts that expose the stomach should be worn 

• No flip-flops 

NOTE: Shorts are allowed in warm weather but 

must be of modest length. 

Heelies may not be worn in school at any time. 

Jewelry 

At all times jewelry must be kept simple.  

The only jewelry permitted is a watch, a small ring, 

one pair of small and simple earrings girls only. 

Large jewelry items, pocket watches, neck collars 

(chokers) are not allowed. For both boys and girls, 

body piercing of any kind (except girls’ single hole 

pierced ears) is not allowed. Charity sponsored 

bracelets or other jewelry is not allowed without 

permission from the principal.  

VACATIONS 

During the school year, there are four scheduled 

lengthy vacations - Christmas, February, April and 

summer. Vacations taken during the regular school 

year are not encouraged. If circumstances require 

it, it is the parent’s responsibility to notify in writing, 

both the principal and the teacher of an anticipated 

absence. It is not easy for your child to miss school 

for a vacation period. Teachers will not give work 

ahead of time to students who will be absent due 

to an unauthorized vacation. It is the responsibility 

of the student to obtain any and all make up 

work. Due to curriculum schedule and time 

constraints “re-teaching” is impossible. 

 

 

VISITORS 

Any parent or visitor coming into school should 

report to the school office. Messages, forgotten 

materials, and other items will be taken and 

handled by the school secretary. If a parent needs 

to see a child, the secretary or principal will send 

for the student. PARENTS OR VISITORS

VOLUNTEERS 

Parents are encouraged to take an active part in  

the school by volunteering their services especially 

in the area of fundraising and development.  

Please indicate how you can help us by completing 

the parent organization, school volunteer and 

development forms. 

WEAPONS 

Possession or use of any object determined by 

Administration to be a dangerous weapon is 

prohibited in school, on school grounds or at any 

school sponsored activity on and off the school 

property. Violation of this policy will be cause  

for suspension and may subject the offender to 

expulsion from school. 

The school shall immediately take the following 

actions: 

• Confiscate the weapon, if safe to do so. 

• Notify the parent/legal guardian of the student 

both verbally and in writing. 

• Notify the police. 

• Suspend the student (out of school) pending 

investigation. 

Appropriate disciplinary measures will be taken  

by pastor and principal after consultation with the 

Catholic School Office. Expulsion from school 

may result. 

WHITE-OUT 

Students are not permitted to use whiteout in 

school. This is a toxic substance and must be  

used by adults, with care.
