Dear Parents: 
 
 On Friday, June 3, our school will hold its annual Field Day. This fun filled day is for ALL 
students. It is held at the Pioneer League Park on Merrimac St. in Newburyport. The students 
participate in various games and activities.  Students in Grades K-8 will be transported by bus to Field 
Day. Pre-K students will be brought to Field Day by their parents who will accompany them for the 
day. Students will bring a lunch.  Snacks and drinks are provided by the PTO. These will include 
Sun Chips, Smartfood, Gatorade, Watermelon and Frozen Lemon Icees. If you have any food 
concerns, please call the School Office. 
 Each game is overseen by an eighth grader and a parent.  The Parent Volunteer form is separate 
from this paper.  We ask that if you are going to volunteer,   PLEASE DO NOT bring little brothers 
and sisters. 
 Students must wear appropriate play clothes. Sneakers and socks MUST be worn. NO 
SANDALS!  Classroom teachers have assigned their class a specific t-shirt color to be worn that day.  
Pre-K – Yellow, Kindergarten – White with stars, 1 – blue, 2 – green, 3 – purple, 4 – orange, 5- 
red, 6 – lime green and 7 – white. Although students don’t have to wear their gym uniforms, clothing 
should be appropriate for a school event and for the weather that day.  
     Some suggested items that kids may bring with them include: extra sweat pants or shirts, 
backpack or bag, hat with visor, no wool baseball caps, and water.  SUNSCREEN and insect repellant 
should be applied in the morning before the child comes to school.  Any medicines or inhalers 
should be listed at the bottom of this form and returned to the classroom teacher.  Ms. Crochetiere 
will be at the park to administer any medicines. The child may NOT keep medicine with him/her. 
 Students will arrive and leave from the school as usual.
