GEODOMES  Grades K-8

Math, science, architecture, and teamwork all converge as students work together to study and build a variety of geometric structures.  Students participate in the construction of a 2 story geo-structure that seats 40 people!  By using lightweight pvc pipe to erect large scale geo-structures, students can study the principles, relationships, terminology, classification, and real world relevance of their constructions. An immensely rich source of ideas for integrating across the curriculum and for staff development. Students (up to 75) work in small groups of five that collectively contribute to the construction of various geometric shapes and concepts.

HAIKU, HIPHOP, AND HOTDOGS  Grades Pre-K-4

Puppetry will be used to explore different poetry traditions and will introduce school-age children and their families to some of our favorite poems. The show will use rod, hand, tabletop and shadow puppets, as well as human actors. Imagine a symphony composed entirely by goldfish! Thrill to the adventures of “Fearless Flying Hotdogs!” Dance with the “Funky Snowman!” This exciting new fusion of poetry and puppetry includes Jack Prelutsky's (the first Children’s Poet Laureate of the United States)"The Goblin" (these goblins just want to have fun!) as well as poems by Nikki Giovanni, David McCord, Calef Brown and others. Remember to “Keep a Poem in Your Pocket,” and – above all – “Do Not Approach an Emu.  Jim Henson Productions assisted in the creation of this program.  It is being brought to us by The Crabgrass Puppet Theater, an award-winning touring puppet theatre founded in 1982 by Jamie Keithline and Bonny Hall. Crabgrass Puppet Theatre has twice been awarded the prestigious Citation of Excellence from the American Center of the Union Internationale de la Marionette (UNIMA-USA), the highest honor in American puppetry, in 2001 and again in 2005. In 2008, Bonny Hall received a Commendation for Design in the Puppet Theatre from the Arlyn Award Foundation.Crabgrass Puppet Theatre's performing venues have included the World Trade Center, the Tribeca Performing Arts Center, the Philadelphia Museum, Paper Mill Playhouse, the North Carolina Museum, the New York State Museum, the Smithsonian Institution, the California Academy of Sciences, the Detroit Institute for the Arts, and hundreds of schools, museums, and theaters across the country. Crabgrass Puppet Theatre performs more than 200 shows each year, reaching over 100,000 people throughout the US.

MAD SCIENCE  Grades Pre-K-4

Mad Science School Programs are spectacular science-themed shows designed to amaze and entertain young audiences of any size. Children can conjure foggy dry ice storms, float on a Mad Science hovercraft, watch a foam factory at work, create super bouncy balls, make magic mud, alter sound waves, and so much more!

NATIVE AMERICAN PERSPECTIVES Grades Pre-K-6th

This award-winning program is taught by professional educators, and has been visiting schools for over 26 years.  This program has been incorporated into several elementary schools’ curriculum.  Their references are superb. They have several programs available.  The most popular involves setting up a tipi and inviting the children to sit inside, presenting some interesting facts about the Native American Perspective.  Older grade programs focus more on the different types of Native American tribes.
